The Lead Camp Instructor is assisted by 
the Assistant Instructor, as well as high school and college Interns. 

• Daily and weekly camp set-up and break-down, including cleaning and organization of materials 
with the assistance of Assistant Instructor and Interns. 

• Acting as contact to Reston Association (RA) and camper parents/guardians whenever 
necessary, for example when the Education Manager is unavailable. 

• Additional tasks as required. 
 
The Summer Art Camp Lead Instructor must have excellent classroom management skills, experience 
planning for a range of skill and age levels, and comfortability in using technology in the classroom. The 
ideal candidate will have an art education certification, several years of experience as an elementary art 
teacher, and the ability to create high-quality content that is engaging and appropriate for a fun summer 
camp environment.
